• Emergency Contracts
• Contracts not adapted to award by competitive bidding

– Items which may only be contracted from a sole source
– Professional services*
– Additions to and repairs and maintenance of equipment which may be more efficiently added 

to, repaired or maintained by a certain person
– Equipment which, by reason of training or existing inventory, is compatible with existing 

equipment
– Perishable Goods

I– Insurance
– Hardware and equipment for computers
– Software for computers
– Books, library materials and subscriptions
– Supplies, materials or equipment that are available pursuant to an agreement with a vendor
