The handling of FOG waste (fats, oil, grease) and the buildup of
its deposits are a long-standing problem in wastewater manage-
ment. A “fatberg” is a rock-like mass of waste matter in a sewer
system formed by the combination of flushed non-biodegradable
solids, such as wet wipes, and fat, oil and grease (FOG) depos-
its. Fatbergs have formed in sewers worldwide, with the rise in
usage of disposable (so-called "flushable") wipes. Your home
plumbing and the community wastewater system are designed to
work hard and be reliable. But careless dumping of fats, oils,
grease, and flushing of wipes and other objects is a sure-fire
recipe for plumbing problems and costly sewer maintenance. No GREASE
Fatbergs are avoidable with your help.

Here are some tips to help keep the plumbing flowing smoothly:
eNever flush wipes, paper towels, rags or diapers of any kind —
put them in the trash.

eOnly flush the 3 P’s down the toilet (pee, poop, toilet paper).

*FOG (fats, oils, grease) should be poured in a heat resistant
(metal) container and allowed to cool. Store the grease can

in the freezer. Once can is full, then put it in the trash. DOWN
