Staff highlighted several activities from the quarter; a full activity report is available in the Board
Packet.

o A successful outreach event season has been completed.
o Microplastic Challenge: Fill for a Fill. Participants are asked to fill a 4.5 inch pail
with plastic smaller than a quarter to receive a blue Klean Kanteen.
e Staffing Changes: the IVGID Waste Not team will be hiring a new technician.
o The water fill station has 15 grant applications.
e The Drink Tahoe Tap map is available through the Take Care website. The project cost
$1000 to create and host the map. All water fill stations installed through our grand
program will be available on the map.

b. Current Budget
The 2022-2023 year ended with a -10K Balance to spend down the reserve. The ED
discussion of accounting adjustment of $23K for deficit booked as credit for years ending in
2021 and 2022.
The reserve budget is $171,920.26 to date. The IVGID accounting department will be
correcting their error and reducing the reserve by $23,317.17. Additionally, the $10,241.64

TWSA Minutes
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overage from FY 2022-2023 will be deducted, as well as the $30K for the water fill station
grant program. The reserve also carries a S5K hold for the Clean Up The Lake video project.
The Executive Director estimates the adjusted reserve budget to be $120K moving into FY
2023-2024.

The Chair requested an updated summary sheet for the annual budget for 2023-2024.

TWSA Chair Report

A Celebration of Life was held on July 15 for NTPUD's previous General Manager, John Hassenplug.
Though The Chair was unavailable to attend, the Schegg Family shared her comments on behalf of
TWSA.

The Chair shared with the group that an electric boat fire happened on the Lake at Obexer’s
marina. The TWSA is currently concerned with fossil fuel spills in the waters of Lake Tahoe,
is there a concern with the new contamination that can come from Lithium battery fire.

Discussion Highlights:

e Anything that gets into the lake should be called into the spill hotline immediately,
so purveyors can take appropriate action, such as shutting down intakes or do
monitoring and surveillance to make sure there’s not an impact to source water.

e Chemicals from fire suppression contain PFAS.

e Immerging technologies and increased abundance of electric boats may lead to more use
of these types of incidents in the future.

e TWSA s in the NDEP spill hotline, and didn’t get notified about the boat fire at Obexer’s.
e Communication should be given for fires as well as spills.

e TWSA doesn’t get spill reports for boating from CA.

e There isn’t a communication strategy in CA for notification on boating issues.

e Fire partners should report spills and fires on surface waters of Lake Tahoe.

e The ED doesn’t know how to improve the communication strategies of other agencies such
as CA spill portal or County Agencies.

Tahoe Water for Fire Suppression Partnership.

The partnership has been focused on messaging on the importance of water infrastructure funding
for fire suppression. The group was a stop on the legislative tour prior to the Lake Tahoe Summit
and presented to the group of representatives.

The partnership had a booth next to the TWSA at the summit. A highlight of the summit was
Congressman Kiley highlighting the Kings Beach and STPUD waterman projects.

There are several funding opportunities that may be available through future CA State bonding.

c. ATT lead cable in Emerald Bay discussion
There has been correspondence to the TWSA from citizens who are in litigation about the lead
cable in Emerald Bay because AT&T is not going to be removing the cable due to cost. The citizens
are concerned about increased lead concentrations in the water from the cable.

No action was taken.

Purveyor Updates

KGID — thanks to the team for the active summer of outreach. The district is still working on winter
damage claims. The Event Center is now scheduling events. KGID is remodeling a building and will be
relocating into their old building on Pine Ridge.

Edgewood- the company has completed their potion of the event center project.

NDEP — Sanitary Surveys with RHGID discussion were had about PFAS and sampling, if not participating
in UCMR5 sampling. NV will be going after grant funding for additional sampling for PFAS, if they
purveyors are interested in doing so and not required by the EPA.

Glenbrook — no updates from last meeting.

STPUD — Paul Hues who was CFO is now the General Manager. STPUD has the wastewater manager
position posted.

Water tank and water line projects have been completed during the summer. Water conservation
regulations and water budget regulations that have been developed, and reporting and compliance
projects will be coming up in the future.

LPA — Distribution system maintenance and filter control rehabilitation project were completed during
the summer. LPA purchased a forklift for the water treatment plant to safely maneuver chemicals
around the small space.

Douglas County — Cave Rock pipeline system is wrapping up. The buster replacement in Cave Rock is
also concluding. Customers received their first metered bill during the summer. Douglas County will be
doing independent PFA monitoring, 8 different sights throughout the county. A company called
Broadbent Incorporated wants access to do PFA sampling; they are confirming credentials with the
state, as they say, they are representing the State of Nevada and NDEP.

NDEP has heard of Broadbent they are a consulting firm but doesn’t know what their involvement is
with sampling for NDEP. They have certified operators for water and wastewater.

NTPUD - The Grid water main project is wrapping up. The Carnelian Bay project is wrapping up also.
Both projects are LTRA-funded projects. The district is getting started on water service replacements
for the Carnelian Woods condos complex due to leeks on their side of the meter. NTPUD is celebrating

75 years of service.

Aquatic Invasive Species (AlS):

On September 21, 2023 the TRPA announced the presence of the New
Zealand mudsnail (Potamopyrgus antipodarum) discovery in the south shore
of Lake Tahoe.

The following information was provide to the TWSA:

“While performing aquatic invasive plant site assessment surveys, divers
with Marine Taxonomic Services (MTS) discovered an unknown snail species
approximately 2,000 feet offshore, in a NE direction from the mouth of the
Upper Truckee River. MTS collected specimens, and staff from Tahoe RCD
and TRPA were notified immediately. Physical samples were sent to a
California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) biologist, who positively
identified the snails as invasive New Zealand mudsnails. On September 15,
this visual identification was followed with positive DNA identification.”

Staff reviewed the October 16, 2023 TKPOA summer 2023 CMT Implementation Special Report. The report
required by the Aquatic Pesticide Application Plan to be submitted in October of each year of the CMT.
Treatment and monitoring were still taking place in the field, and the report encompass preliminary data and
observations from May 2023 to August 2023. A full report will be provided March 2024. Staff continues to
monitor the progress of the TKPOA Control Methods Test (CMT). Staff reviewed the TKPOA Year % CMT reports,
attended the TKPOA working group meetings in April and May, and monitored the Control Methods Test Public Webinar
on 5/18/2023 and TRPA Advisory Committee presentation on 6/14/23. Staff is preparing summary for the TWSA Board.

TWSA Staff Report
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Lakewide Microplastics Research Partnerships:

The most comprehensive characterization of microplastics in the Lake Tahoe Basin to date is
occurring. Two TWSA Nevada members are participating with raw water samples for micro plastics
analysis by TERC researchers. TWSA’s sponsored Manta Trawl been used in lake wide sampling for
more than two years now. The draft report is available upon request.

IVGID Wetlands Micropastics Sampling

Staff facilitated a research project by Rachel Kozloski, a PhD Student/ Research Assistant in the Microplastics
Laboratory, Division of Hydrologic Sciences at Desert Research Institute. She obtained water/sediment samples
for a study on an established wastewater treatment wetland, to look at how microplastics are captured and
retained by the wetland, and to look for any vertical movement of microplastics in wetland sediments.

Raley's / Drink Tahoe Tap Collaboration
The TWSA has procured more Drink Tahoe Tap bottles from Raley’s. The Raley’s stores produced, funded and
stocked custom 11,000 bottles for this campaign. Extensive details are provided in earlier Board reports.
